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Information Sheet

This Artist in Schools Residency Scheme is open to all primary schools in the County. The aim of this scheme is to offer pupils in your school, the opportunity to work with an artist on a once off project, negotiated with the artist and the school. 

The following conditions will apply: 

· The Artist in Schools scheme is a collaborative project between the school and the artist and both the artist’s and teacher’s skill sets are required to make this an enriching, meaningful and lasting experience for the children. Both parties must ensure that they are in a position to commit to the planning required and to engage fully in the partnership.
· The school should register its interest by completing the attached form and returning it to the arts office. All artists will be selected by an independent panel and will be matched to the schools depending on their requirements. 
· The artist may be from any discipline such as visual arts, dance, literature, drama, music, photography, film, etc. 

· Schools who wish to avail of this scheme must be available to attend a meeting in February. This meeting will provide further information on the updated scheme and will allow some time for planning between artist and school.

· The County Council will pay the artist selected at a recommended rate of €40/hr. for 50 hours contact time plus additional development work. Should the residency be designed as longer than that, the school should negotiate additional payment with the artist. It should be noted that in practically all experience projects take longer to complete than expected.

· The school is expected to pay for materials and any other costs incurred including insurance costs.

· A teacher must be present with the group at all times during the residency.  N.B. The artist should not be seen as a substitute teacher but rather someone engaged to implement an arts project. 
· The project must be completed in whole either before summer break or between September and Christmas.
· Please note that if an application is successful, the school/artist must acknowledge the sponsorship role of Roscommon County Council in any publicity or newspaper articles relating to the residency. 
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
