Arts Grants – Information Sheet

Roscommon County Council offers grant aid to groups or organisations, which in the opinion of the authority a) stimulate public interest in the arts, b) promote the knowledge, appreciation and practice of the arts or c) assist in improving the standards of the arts.

In this Act the arts are defined as any creative or interpretative expression (whether traditional or contemporary) in whatever form, and includes, in particular, visual arts, theatre, literature, music, dance, opera, circus, film and architecture, and includes any medium which is used for those purposes.

Applicants must complete ALL sections of the application using BLOCK CAPITALS only. Incomplete applications will be returned.

Applications from individuals will not normally be considered. As such the bank details of the applicant must be that of an organisation rather than that of an individual. Each applicant organisation must have a bank account.

Assistance will be given only in respect of specific future activities occurring in the specific year and not towards the payment of past debts. Payment of grant aid will be made after the event has taken place and only when a certified statement of income and expenditure and project report has been received.

Decisions will be weighed in favour of those projects that address the objectives outlined in the Council’s Arts Plan, Corporate Plan and County Development Plan. As well as objectives pertaining to the furtherance of the development of artists, the arts and increasing access and participation in the arts, applicants should outline where their projects address broader areas such as equality of access, social inclusion, multiculturalism etc. in their structure. 

The Council reserves the right to itself to promote such arts activity as it deems appropriate. 

Recipients of grant aid must acknowledge the sponsorship role of Roscommon County Council on all published publicity material including websites, brochures, posters and programmes. Organisations in receipt of more than €1000.00 must use the Council Crest with the name of Roscommon County Council underneath. Organisations receiving grants less than €1000.00 must name or quote the sponsorship role of the council. Failure to acknowledge the council’s sponsorship role appropriately will result in the withdrawal of any grant offer.
Arts groups and arts festivals applying for these grants must have registered their organisation on www.roscommonarts.com in order to be considered for funding.
